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The subject of the report is Andrew Finberg’s Critical Theory of Technology - a philosophical
project developed at the interface between critical theory and STS. The first part of the
report summarizes the basic concepts of Feenberg’s theory and analyzes its connection with
the constructivist sociology of technology. The second part of the report discusses why and
how Feenberg’s approach is adequate to current trends in STS (ontological and political turns).
Author argues that Feenberg offers a number of viable solutions but only at the cost of weakering
the philosophical implications of STS.
