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The literary space of contemporary Latvia and Lithuania clearly manifests a pronounced reaction of a postcolonial society to the previous political regime – literary works vividly depicting the Soviet occupation and its consequences are being published and translated. This trend has existed since the 1990s through the influence of awakening when autobiographical works of various genres reflecting the effects of World War II, refugees’ life and deportations were mostly published.

The depiction of Siberian deportations in literature is of great significance. Such literary works testify to the common post-occupation trauma of the Baltic States. At the beginning of the 21st century, in both Lithuania and Latvia there appeared literary works that depicted exile themes.
The paper analyzes landscape descriptions as presented in the novel “Between Shades of Grey” based on documentary evidence by the R. Šepetys, and in the autobiographical novel “Five Fingers” by M. Zālīte. Landscape is an important segment of prose. The authors often use scenic images to sketch the interaction of nature and the civilization, which is reflected in the deportation narratives. 
Each of the works considered depicts the interaction of space and time in different ways, but there are common features in the reproduction of the Soviet chronotope, which are also reflected in the characters of the novels. In most of depicted Soviet spaces the characters feel oppressed, unhappy and depressed, which determines the harsh life in exile. The depiction of the Siberian landscape is dismal, depressing and negative, while the Lithuanian and Latvian ones are permeated with nostalgic memories, wealth, security and peace.
