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Africa is the most obscure continent in the world, terra incognita of our times. Its history is still unclear for most of the people all around the globe. Africans lived their own life without European intervention till late XIX century and had already formed their own identity by the time colonists arrived. During the colonial period their local concept of state, religion and laws mixed with Europeans ones, which were imposed by conquerers, and all together had established new African views, which can be considered as a set of moral, social and political rules, which have features of both African and European cultures. This mix leads to contradiction in state borders, mess of ethnicities, destroying of initial order of things. The case of Western Sahara may serve as an ideal example of negative consequences. Now, de facto big part of Western Sahara belongs to Morocco, initial center of all pre-colonial civilizations of this region, while another part controlled by Sahrawi people, who pretend to establish new state – SADR in the borders of Spanish (Western) Sahara, which were drawn in colonization period Morocco appeals to pre-colonial order, while Front Polisario (government of SADR) refers on colonial way of things. International community sees four possible scenarios for overstepping of this conflict: Western Sahara becomes part of Morocco, Western Sahara becomes autonomous part of Morocco, SADR get back all its land, which was occupied by Morocco and recognizes by world community as an independent country or recognizes by world community as an independent country in current boundaries. In this essay I’m focusing on these four options and observe arguments of all sides of the conflict. During analysis I rejected  three out of four  and come to the conclusion that territory of Western Sahara will become autonomous part of Morocco in next ten years because it is appropriate for all (SADR, Morocco, UNO) sides. This scenario let them get economical and political benefits and keep their initial positions on many things. 
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
