2. The volume of the article is up to 5 pages of text.
3. Submitted materials must be typed in Microsoft Word (text file format – docx or doc).
Text formatting parameters:
· margins – 2 cm (all);
· font – Times New Roman, size – 12 pt for main text; 10 pt for metadata;
· paragraph indent – 1.25;
· line spacing – 1.5;
· alignment – justified;
· tables and figures should have titles and be numbered (using Arabic numerals). Figures (diagrams) shall be in black and white;
· in-text citations shall be formatted as follows: [3, p. 18]; [4, p. 22; 5, pp. 19–21], [6].
· the reference list shall be formatted in accordance with the Harvard style (see https://www.mendeley.com/guides/harvard-citation-guide).
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
